The Vigil or “Wake”, allows you and your family and friends to tell stories about your
deceased loved one, to pray together, and relax in the loving presence of Jesus.

The Mass of Christian Burial commends your loved one to Almighty God, united to
the one sacrifice of Jesus on the cross, and offers us Holy Communion, even now, as a
foretaste of the banquet feast of Heaven.

The Rite of Committal or burial, returns your loved one to the earth from which
humans were formed to await the glorious day of resurrection when death will be no
more.

Please know that your Church will continue to pray for and support you through Mass
intentions for your loved one and in the intentions of the All Souls’ Day liturgies.
